Eligibility:  
Open to all ages, even adults.  Any LEGO style building brick will be accepted.  They do not 
have to be LEGO brand.  LEGO sets/kits may not be entered.   

 
Private, closed judging will take place at 11:00am on Saturday, April 25th.  

The rooms will open back up at 1:00pm for public viewing and the awards ceremony.

Rules: 
 
Only ONE entry per person. 
 
Any LEGO style brick will be accepted.  They do not have to be LEGO brand. 
 
LEGO sets/kits may not be entered 
 
You must bring in your picture to display with your LEGO creations.  It does not have to 
be framed, but that would make it easier to display.  NO PICTURE, NO ENTRY. 
 
No inappropriate images will be accepted.  Whether an image is considered inappropriate 
will be up to library staff’s discretion. 
 
There will be a point system. Judges will award points based on Creativity, Difficulty, and      
Likeness to Picture 
 
Entries must be dropped off at the library on Saturday, April 25th from 9:00-11:00am in 
the downstairs Meeting Rooms (B&C.) No entries will be allowed after 11:00 am on 
Saturday, April 25th. 
 
After dropping off your entry, you will be given a receipt with a random number.  Be     
prepared to show this receipt or have a parent with a photo I.D. when picking up your    
entry.  This will prevent any confusion. 
 
Photos of winners may be posted on the library website, social media and other possible 
media  outlets. 
 
ALL entries should be taken home immediately after the awards ceremony.

Size Regulations:  
 
Category 1 (PreK-4 th grade): Entries must be no larger than 1’ x 2’ and no taller 
than 4’  
 
Category 2 (5th grade – 8 th grade): Entries must be no larger than 1’ x 3’ and no 
taller than 4’  
 
Category 3 (9th grade – adults): Entries must be no larger than 2’ x 3’ and no taller 
than 4’
